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THE IMPACT OF WAR ON TEACHERS’
PSYCHOLOGICAL STATE

Anxiety is one of the most important emotions. Its function is to
warn a person of danger and mobilize him or her to take specific
actions. At the level of physiology, anxiety functions as a complex
system aimed at recognizing threats in time and preventing them.

A certain level of anxiety is normal for a person. However, the
emergence of persistent manifestations of anxiety is evidence of the
development of psychological disorders that interfere with a person's
normal life, in particular, in the field of professional activity.

According to scientists, the signs of anxiety disorder are:

- prolonged (constant) internal tension;

- anxiety and fears about everyday events and problems;

- muscle tension, inability to relax;

- feeling of nervousness and Ilump in the throat, difficulty
swallowing;

- excessive reactions to unexpected situations;

- fearfulness, difficulty concentrating;

- a feeling of “emptiness in the head” due to anxiety or anxiety;

- persistent irritability;

- difficulty falling asleep [6].

However, there are also signs that indicate that a person is not just
worried about anxiety, but generalized anxiety disorder. These are:

- uncontrollable anxiety and feelings of fear in general, without a
specific cause;

- the number of days spent in anxiety exceeds the time without it;

- frequent feelings of extreme anxiety, being on the verge of
exhaustion;

- easy fatigue or emptiness in the head;

- irritability;

- muscle tension;

- poor sleep or excessive sleepiness.
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O. Naugolnyk, considering anxiety in the aspect of stress
psychology, notes that “anxiety is manifested by a tendency to
excessive worry, a state of anxiety in situations that threaten, in the
opinion of the person, with trouble, failure, frustration (we are talking
about a psychological threat, that is, one that is subjective and does
not manifest itself as a physical danger; such situations may include
some conflicts, comparison of a person with those who have a certain
advantage, competition with such people), i.e., an increase in
negative emotional experience, the high level of which indicates
tension or unsatisfaction of the subject's basic needs. Anxiety is a
sign of the onset of stress, namely its first stage of anxiety” [6, p. 85].

Thus, anxiety is associated with stress and is one of the indicators
of its onset. The negative effects of anxiety, according to a number of
scientists, affect a person's mental and physical state, cognitive,
behavioral, and other areas.

The psychological specificity of a teacher's professional activity is
that this profession involves high emotional intensity and high stress.
This is what causes a high risk of professional burnout among
teachers. Being constantly in a stressful situation, on the one hand,
leads to fatigue and exhaustion, and on the other hand, it helps to
mobilize the psyche, build resilience, and the ability to cope with
stress.

Education is no exception; moreover, teachers, whose
psychological state is crucial for calmness and balance, and for the
safety of students, need systematic assistance in terms of building
stress resistance and reducing anxiety.

Teacher anxiety reduces the quality of education, prevents
teachers from developing and fulfilling themselves professionally, and
affects the well-being of students, reducing their motivation to learn.
Thus, anxiety is a significant obstacle in the educational process.

Despite considerable scientific interest in the phenomena of
anxiety and anxiety, current research aimed at analyzing this problem
in terms of overcoming teachers' anxiety is relevant and promising.

An analysis of modern psychological literature on anxiety has
shown that there are different scientific approaches to it. In particular,
scientists focus on the psychophysiological nature of anxiety, studying
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the activity of different parts of the brain of people with anxiety
disorders. There is a widespread belief that anxiety is exclusively
negative as an emotional state.

Modern socio-demographic research [8] confirms the fact that
teacher's work is one of the most stressful in terms of emotional load.
The level of psychological tension of teachers is higher than that of
heads of organizations, managers, employees of the financial and
banking sector, service and trade, because teachers work not just
with people, but with children and feel constantly responsible.

Teacher's professional activity is characterized by:

- information stress, which occurs in situations of information
overload, when a person does not cope with the task, does not have
time to make the right decisions at the required pace under the
condition of high responsibility for their consequences;

- emotional stress, when under the influence of danger or insults
there are emotional shifts, changes in motivation, nature of activity,
disorders of motor and speech behavior.

According to researchers, the professional activity of teachers is
“accompanied by significant psychophysical and psycho-emotional
stress, complexity of functions performed and combination of actions
of different content in one activity, fast pace of work, responsibility for
oneself and students, which requires the development of the ability to
work in life-threatening conditions. This ability is based on the integrity
of the personality, which functions as a multilevel dynamic system, is
determined by perceptual, cognitive, emotional processes and the
environment, determines the level of protection of the human psyche
and the ability to overcome external and internal threats and maintain
an optimal level of functioning and activity” [11, p. 2].

According to M. Mishchenko, the profession of a teacher belongs
to “professions of the ‘person-to-person’ type, which is characterized
by active interpersonal interaction and high levels of stress, which can
lead to emotional burnout syndrome” [5, p. 169].

T. Katkova and O. Tsarkova also emphasize the stressfulness of
the teaching profession, noting that “often a teacher has to act in
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extreme conditions that require the ultimate mobilization of all forces -
mental and physical” [2, p. 248].

The stressors of the teaching profession include:

- lack of time to make optimal pedagogical decisions;

- an acute sense of responsibility and risk;

- the need for constant self-control and correction of behavior due
to unforeseen student reactions [2, p. 248].

The researchers conclude that not every teacher is ready for
professional activity in conditions of high emotional and intellectual
stress due to their psychophysiological data [2, p. 248].

According to L. Naugolnyk, “the occurrence of occupational stress
is not unambiguously determined by the relationship between
personality and working conditions - even their high compliance does
not guarantee resistance to stress, because there are many other
factors that determine this process, and besides, working conditions
and some personality characteristics are quite variable, which violates
their initial compliance” [6, p. 155].

Thus, it can be argued that mental health is extremely important for
educators. This is due to the fact that the teacher brings up a new
generation, lays the foundation for the future life trajectory of students.

According to H. Tymoshko, “mental health is a state of mental well-
being characterized by the absence of painful mental phenomena and
provides adequate regulation of behavior and activity to
environmental conditions” [10]. The researcher emphasizes that it is
difficult to overestimate the importance of mental health for a teacher,
because his or her profession belongs to the category of socio-
economic and requires constant self-improvement, self-realization in
teaching, communication with a large number of people: students,
parents, colleagues, etc.

Teachers should be able to control their own emotions, monitor
negative mental manifestations, be aware of their own anxiety and
panic attacks, be able to identify them in other participants in the
educational process and manage possible consequences.
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To help children, teachers need to take care of themselves. If
teachers are unable to cope with their inner state, are unable to
function normally, or are frightened by something in their own feelings
or behavior, it is better to seek help from a specialist (psychologist,
psychotherapist, crisis counselor).

Thus, the psychological specificity of a teacher's professional
activity is that this profession involves high emotional stress. This is
what causes a high risk of professional burnout among teachers.
Being constantly in a stressful situation, on the one hand, leads to
fatigue and exhaustion, and on the other hand, it helps to mobilize the
psyche, build resilience, and the ability to cope with stress.

High anxiety often accompanies psychopathological symptoms, so
it is in the focus of attention of psychotherapists, medical and clinical
psychologists. The causes of teachers' personal anxiety can be
divided into three levels: social, psychological, and
psychophysiological (Fig. 1).

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The first level is social problems. In today's environment, the social
level is crucial: in times of war, physical threats to life and health, lack
of stability and certainty, and in many cases a complete lack of
understanding of the future, especially when losing homes and loved
ones, create a high level of emotional and physiological stress,
preventing self-determination and planning of one's life. For military
families, their own security challenges are compounded by the
constant fear for the lives and health of their loved ones who are
defending the country from the enemy at the front.

At the psychological level, personal anxiety is associated with an
inadequate perception of the subject. Anxiety is caused by conflicted
self-esteem, when two opposing tendencies are simultaneously
actualized - the need to esteem oneself highly and feelings of
insecurity.

Teachers' uncertainty is largely related to the difficulties of carrying
out professional activities in the conditions of martial law - the
transition to distance learning, the inability to fully plan the educational
process, concerns for the safety of students, and uncertainty about
the quality of knowledge gained by students as a result of their
studies. In a difficult situation, a teacher is exposed to various factors,
which leads to significant psychological stress:

- danger, surprise, uncertainty;

- high intellectual and/or psychophysical complexity;

- the need to combine several activities and perform several tasks;

- negative group influence;

- unfavorable living and time conditions;

- semantic differences or devaluation of previous basic meanings
and values.

The psychophysiological level of personal anxiety is determined by
factors related to the functioning of the central nervous system.
Chronic diseases are exacerbated by prolonged stressful situations.
The psychophysiology is affected by permanent fatigue due to
overwork, vitamin deficiency, lack of fresh air, and physical inactivity
due to constant work at the computer.
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Psychophysical symptoms:

- a feeling of constant fatigue not only in the evening, but also in
the morning, immediately after sleep (a symptom of chronic fatigue);

- feeling of emotional and physical exhaustion;

- decreased susceptibility and reactivity to environmental changes
(lack of curiosity and fear);

- generalized asthenization (weakness, decreased activity and
energy, deterioration of blood chemistry and hormonal parameters);

- frequent unreasonable headaches, permanent disorders of the
gastrointestinal tract;

- sudden weight loss or sudden weight gain;

- complete or partial insomnia (fast falling asleep and lack of sleep
in the morning, starting at four o'clock, or, conversely, inability to fall
asleep until two or three o'clock in the morning and difficulty waking
up in the morning when you need to get up for work)

- constant inhibited, drowsy state and desire to sleep throughout
the day;

- shortness of breath or shortness of breath during physical or
emotional stress;

- a noticeable decrease in external and internal sensory sensitivity:
impaired vision, hearing, smell and touch, loss of internal, bodily
sensations.

It is also worthwhile to focus on external and personal factors of
anxiety, which are identified by V. Zlyvkov, S. Lukomska,
N. Yevdokimova, and S. Lipinska [1, p. 22].

Psychological symptoms include:

- indifference, boredom, passivity and depression, increased
irritability in response to minor events, constant experience of
negative emotions, feelings of unconscious anxiety and increased
anxiety;

-a sense of hyper-responsibility and constant fear, a general
negative attitude towards life and professional prospects.

Fig. 2 shows the factors that increase anxiety.

Increased teacher anxiety interferes with the full-fledged
educational process, as teacher-student communication is the main
content type of pedagogical activity. A teacher with a stable
personality trait of anxiety loses the ability to predict, plan, and self-
control, and cannot properly monitor the educational process.

To the far from complete list of pathologies caused by stress,
O. Naugolnyk includes depression, anxiety, heart attack, stroke,
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weakening of the immune system and, as a result, vulnerability to
various infections, ranging from common colds and herpes to such
formidable diseases as AIDS, some forms of cancer, autoimmune
diseases such as rheumatoid arthritis or multiple sclerosis. Stress
often causes skin reactions (rashes, itching, various dermatitis, etc.),
gastrointestinal disorders, insomnia, and various neurological
diseases [6, p. 16].

According to O. Sumarina [9], there are various factors that can
affect a person's mental health and the level of anxiety development,
in particular:

- genetic predisposition;

- physical health

- psychological health;

- previous experience, in case of negative experience;

- environment [9].

Thus, the analysis of the socio-psychological factors of anxiety and
its increase has shown that this psychological state is influenced by
both external and individual factors.

Increased teacher anxiety interferes with the full-fledged
educational process, because teacher-student communication is the
main content type of pedagogical activity. A teacher with a stable
personality trait of anxiety loses the ability to predict, plan, and self-
control, and cannot properly control the educational process.

Anxiety is accompanied by a decrease in self-esteem, lack of self-
confidence, mental discomfort, and anxiety. Anxiety also causes
negative  forecasting, expectations of failure, unfavorable
developments, and conflicts. Anxiety is a risk factor that significantly
impairs social relationships, communication, reduces motivation, and
interferes with any type of activity, including professional activity. It
can lead to neuroses and psychoses. Anxiety often leads to a loss of
self-control. However, scientists consider anxiety to be a condition
with adaptive potential. Anxiety can help you find causes and ways
out of a stressful situation. Anxiety can vary in degree and duration.
An average level of anxiety is inherent in all people, it is a mechanism
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that helps a person adapt and adjust to reality, which is often
threatening and dangerous, and carries certain risks.

War is one of the stressors that has most negative impact on a
person's mental health. According to the WHO approach, “mental
health is determined by a number of socio-economic, biological and
environmental factors that affect its level at any given time. Therefore,
we can say that war is the most pronounced negative factor affecting
the mental health of an individual, as this factor causes a direct threat
to human life and various manifestations of violence (political, military,
economic, sexual, etc.)” [14]. According to WHO estimates, in
situations of armed conflict around the world, “10 percent of people
experiencing traumatic events will have serious mental health
problems, and another 10 percent will develop behaviors that prevent
them from functioning effectively. The most common symptoms are
depression, anxiety, and psychosomatic problems” [14].

During humanitarian crises, the prevalence of mental disorders
such as depression and anxiety increases significantly. This is
evidenced by the research of foreign scientists, in particular M.
Sharifian and P. Kennedy [12], L. Summerfield [13].

The long-term stressful situation: the pandemic, the transition to
distance learning, full-scale military aggression, rocket attacks,
blackouts, and the death of relatives and friends - has led to a
significant increase in teachers' anxiety levels. Teachers are
experiencing psychological stress that has a long-term impact and
very slowly decreases over time.

According to the authors of the manual “When the World is on the
Verge of Change: Adaptation Strategies,” “war is an extremely
stressful and traumatic event for the psyche, because in such
circumstances a person experiences a real threat to life, physical and
mental health, both his and her own and his or her loved ones. People
are always convinced that they live in a logical, fair and predictable
world. They make plans for the next week or year, go on vacation,
arrange their everyday life and partly regard such actions as the
normal course of life. The war, on the other hand, becomes an event
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that affects all levels of life continuity, dividing it into “before” and
“after” and disrupting the integrity of the life picture. The main task for
normalizing the situation and mastering it is to restore the continuity of
life and broken ties” [3, p. 9].

According to the official publication of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine “Education of Ukraine under martial law” [7], the
urgent tasks of the education system during the war include:

- the need for the education system to be ready to operate under
martial law;

- analysis of experience in conducting educational activities in
wartime;

- development of patriotic education of pupils and students;

- awareness of the difficulties that arise in organizing the
educational process under martial law;

- understanding the role of teachers and pedagogical communities
in organizing the educational process under martial law [7].

Among the most urgent tasks of the educational sector in the
context of war, O. Merzliakova identifies the following:

- maintaining the security of the information infrastructure of
education. Military aggression leads to cyberattacks and virus attacks
on the information systems of educational institutions, which disrupts
their normal operation and data security;

- ensuring access to educational resources. The conditions of
military conflict often lead to the blocking of access to educational
resources, especially for those regions that have suffered the most
from Russian aggression;

- improving the quality of information support. In times of war,
information support for education should be more meaningful,
systematic, and regular, which will allow students and teachers to
receive timely information about the situation in the country and in the
education sector;

- organization of psychological support. War can create
psychological pressure on the subjects of the educational process,
especially in those regions that suffer the most from military
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aggression. Therefore, information support for education should
include psychological support that will ensure the resilience of the
teaching staff and students [4, p.111].

In the context of martial law and social instability in Ukraine, it
becomes necessary to address issues related to increased anxiety
and stress, as well as mechanisms for building personal stress
resistance in order to preserve mental health during a crisis.

The war had a significant impact on teachers’ psychological state.
Prolonged stress leads to professional burnout and increased
negative emotions, as evidenced by the results of empirical studies
regularly conducted in Ukraine.

The program for the correction of teachers' anxiety in the context
of war should be built using a variety of psychological approaches and
techniques. We believe that positive psychotherapy, dialectical
behavioral therapy and art therapy are effective approaches to
overcoming anxiety. We see advantages of positive psychotherapy in
the fact that it is based on faith in human strength, in ability to restore
psychological resources and balance. Dialectical behavioral therapy
helps to develop behavioral standards and calm down in stressful
situations. Art therapy is an indispensable tool for reducing emotional
stress and releasing negative emotions through art and creativity.

Foreign researchers in the field of teachers' work in war emphasize
the need to include components on trauma psychoeducation,
resilience building, and the development of appropriate coping
strategies in training programs and seminars for teachers [12].

Psychological science offers a wide range of tools for diagnosing
and monitoring anxiety. Clinical trials typically use diagnostic
guestionnaires based on somatic and mental symptoms.
Questionnaires that measure anxiety as a personality trait are also
widely used in practice. Certain diagnostic methods are designed for
children (for example, the Phillips School Anxiety Inventory), but most
methods can be used for both adolescents and adults.

Means of reducing teachers' anxiety should be comprehensive.
This can include the organization of a healthy lifestyle, i.e. measures
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aimed at the systematic introduction of proper nutrition, sports and
regimen. It is also necessary to offer teachers a variety of therapeutic
techniques that help overcome anxiety, including art therapy and
relaxation exercises. An important measure in the system of reducing
anxiety is the creation of clear algorithms for certain situations related
to the organization of the educational process in war.

The correction program to reduce teachers' anxiety in war
conditions was developed as part of psychological support for
teachers. The correction program is comprehensive and includes:

- creating conditions and a favorable psychological climate in the
teaching staff;

- use of positive and dialectical behavioral therapy techniques;

- training sessions;

- art therapy sessions;

Creating working conditions to overcome teachers' excessive
anxiety includes:

- creation of comfortable psychophysiological working conditions,
in particular, arrangement of a psychological relief room for teachers;

- development of team thinking, mutual support, and attention to
each other in the teaching staff;

- creating an atmosphere of security: physical (arrangement of a
bomb shelter) and psychological (trust and respect of teachers and
management);

- providing the necessary psychological knowledge to develop
skills of self-reflection, critical thinking, creating opportunities for
convergence of assessment between “I am real” and “I am ideal”,
expanding ability to understand oneself and others, ability to identify
causes of anxiety, understand the psychophysiological characteristics
of its manifestation, ability to control and overcome it, etc.

A weekly reflection meeting moderated by a school psychologist is
an effective way to reduce anxiety among teachers. For this meeting,
each teacher prepares questions about what worries him or her and
causes fear. Collective discussion in a friendly atmosphere helps to
establish emotional balance and strengthen teachers' mental health.
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It should be noted that anxiety is associated with uncertainty. A
person is anxious if he or she does not know what to expect, what will
happen next, and how to act in this situation of uncertainty. For this
purpose, mankind has created a system of instructions that describe
the order of actions and rituals. This is what a lifeline in stressful
conditions becomes.

One of such measures, in our opinion, is the creation of clear
algorithms of actions for certain situations related to the organization
of the educational process in war.

Reducing teachers' anxiety under the influence of war involves
training sessions aimed at understanding themselves in the system of
life relationships:

- actualization of “|-states” in the past, present and future,
activation of self-awareness;

- activation of “l-motivation”, formation of positive thinking,
development of observation, attention, imagination, training of the
ability to show volitional efforts;

- relaxation exercises, etc. During classes, you can use musical
accompaniment with an appropriate corrective emotional load.

The psychological tools for correcting teachers' anxiety in wartime
should be diverse. It can be the organization of a healthy lifestyle, i.e.
measures aimed at the systematic introduction of proper nutrition,
sports and regimen. It is also necessary to offer teachers a variety of
therapeutic techniques to help them overcome anxiety.

The proposed correctional program, aimed at reducing teachers'
anxiety, involves creating conditions and a favorable psychological
climate in the teaching staff, using positive and dialectical behavioral
therapy techniques, and conducting training and art therapy sessions.

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THE STRATEGY OF FINDING COMMON GROUND
AS A KEY TO SUCCESSFUL POST-WAR
RECONSTRUCTION IN UKRAINE

The challenges of restoring and rebuilding post-war Ukraine put
forward new requirements for the training of higher education
students. First of all, this concerns the tasks of education in the
axiological aspect, because without the formation of a system of
values that serve as a basis, the full development of Ukrainian society
is impossible. Uniting Ukrainian society, overcoming existing and
preventing potential conflicts, strengthening citizens around common
values and ideals requires new comprehensive didactic approaches
and the use of pedagogical innovations. An important component in
the system of values of the younger generation should be a
willingness to engage in dialogue and constructive interaction, which
is of particular importance in the post-war reconstruction. It is quite
clear that the formation of these abilities and skills relies on education,
in particular, higher education. The monitoring and development of
dialogue and constructive interaction skills should be carried out at all
stages of training of future specialists, and should not be limited to the
means and tools of formal education.

Dialogue is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon that ensures
the existence of society as a community of people. That is why
dialogue is the subject of research in various fields of knowledge,
such as philosophy, psychology, pedagogy, philology, political
science, cultural studies, etc.

Dialogue as a way of organizing the educational process is in the
focus of attention of Ukrainian and foreign scholars. It is seen as a
component of practice-oriented and personality-based teacher
training [3], as an effective technology for the formation of value and
meaning orientations [1], as a means of increasing the
constructiveness of pedagogical interaction [13] and preventing
conflicts, including professional ones [5].
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The relevance of dialogicization of the educational process is
emphasized by G. Radchuk and M. Vynnychuk [10], O. Slobodianiuk
[11], D. Haas [13], G. Muhonen, G. Rasku-Puttonen, E. Pakarinen,
A.-M. Poikeus, M.-K. Lerkanen [15], J. Piro, G. Anderson, and
K. Gritter [16].

Dialogue in the educational environment is the key to the
development and self-improvement of the student's personality, it is a
condition for the implementation of the principle of inclusive
education, because without effective communication and attempts at
understanding, the inclusion paradigm is impossible. In the system of
higher education, as N.Holota notes, “dialogic interaction is
considered as one of the main components of all personality-oriented
learning models, which involves not only taking into account the life
experience of each student, his or her learning capabilities,
professional needs, but also their inclusion in the educational process,
the development of not only professional skills and competencies, but
also emotional and personal attitude to the world around them,
themselves and their activities” [3, p. 48].

S. Bader emphasizes the axiological dimension of dialogue. The
researcher believes that dialogue has such a characteristic as
“meaning-making, because in the process of dialogic interaction there
is a ‘meeting’ of different systems of values (unique to each person)
and meanings, as a result of which the subjects of the educational
process mutually enrich, supplement and expand their value system,
resulting in the birth of new meanings that have axiological meaning
for the individual” [2, p. 17].

M. Korostelin emphasizes the role of dialogue in conflict resolution.
The scientist defines the readiness of a future specialist to prevent
conflicts in professional activities as “an integrative quality of a
personality characterized by the presence of a person's need for
conflict-free interaction in the performance of professional functions
and a conscious desire and focus on its organization; a high level of
mastery of conflictological knowledge necessary for conflict
prevention in professional activities; formation of conflict prevention
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skills (communicative and speech, organizational and managerial,
moral and emotional intelligence and reflection” [5, p. 61].

The researcher identifies six functions that a specialist should
perform  to  prevent conflict. managerial, organizational,
communicative, diagnostic and prognostic, preventive, and reflective
[5, p. 61]. Each of these functions involves conducting a constructive
dialog.

L. Khimchuk believes that dialogicity is a feature of the
communicative strategies of the “language of acceptance”, which is
the basis for the inclusiveness of the educational process. The
researcher outlines the principles on which it should be based, and
also notes the importance of the strategy of “active listening” in the
process of dialogue [13].

According to G. Radchuk and M. Vynnychuk, “focusing on subject-
subject relations (formal dialogue) creates a safe space for
harmonious personal growth through finding value meanings in the
subject (content dialogue)” [10, p. 277].

A team of Finnish researchers led by G. Muhonen notes that there
are strong assumptions and accumulating evidence about the benefits
of productive and educational dialogue for learning opportunities.
However, there is also a clear need for a more detailed study and
description of the types of knowledge construction that take place
during and within the dialogue [15].

The readiness for constructive interaction and productive dialogue
in the system of values of modern youth is considered in the works of
O. Liubovets [6], N. Pikovets [7], S. Samsinar and F. Firtiani [17].
O. Liubovets emphasizes the role of higher education in the
transmission of values that are transformed into specific value
perceptions and orientations [6, p. 39].

H. Pikovets notes that “the value orientations of student youth, as a
special socio-demographic group, become regulators of their social
activity and arise when they internalize and externalize values as
certain semantic formations” [7, p. 95]. S. Samsinar and F. Fitriani
note that in the learning process, the formation of values, norms and
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ideals is carried out through facilitation, learning activities, social and
religious activities [17].

The Russian-Ukrainian war has significantly actualized the
importance of the ability to engage in dialogue and constructive
interaction, as victory largely depends on the cohesion and unity of
Ukrainian society. P. Baltaji sees dialogue as a tool for reconciliation
and understanding. The scientist notes that “unlike war, which
actualizes the value of force, dialogue is a means of communication
between equals, a technology for building horizontal social ties
necessary for the self-preservation and development of society,
overcoming crisis, genocide, and war” [2, p. 87].

Researchers of Ukrainian education, in particular, S. Zakharin,
insist on the importance of dialogue during the war [4]. The authors of
the monograph “Ukrainian Education in Times of War” note that “the
use of constructive rhetoric in the process of communication between
the conflict parties is the first and most important step towards
dispelling misunderstandings and finding consensus between them”
[12, p. 107].

Constructive rhetoric is the basis of democracy, as B. Prutt and
F. Thomas insist in their book Democratic Dialogue. According to the
authors, “positive outcomes require that participants emerge from the
process ready to take coordinated action - an agreement to achieve a
common goal. To do this, they must build enough mutual trust and
perception to recognize and legitimize the different meanings they
attach to words, actions, and events in order to develop a common
language together, at least on issues of common interest” [9, p. 28].

The authors of the manual “Dialogue Practices for Understanding
and Participation. How to Engage and Inspire Change in
Communities?”, created at the initiative of the Public Union ‘Civic
Initiatives of Ukraine’, note that “dialogue practices help build trust
between different groups of citizens and engage them in cooperation.
Interaction and exchange of views help to find common ground and
agree on joint actions” [8, p. 7]. The authors identify six basic
principles according to which the dialogue is built, namely: prevention

of harm and exacerbation, voluntariness and self-determination of
participants, inclusiveness, balance of power, managed
communication, confidentiality [8, p. 30—33].

Although dialogue as a basis for constructive interaction, as well as
methods and tools for forming a dialogic culture, are in the focus of
contemporary Ukrainian and foreign scholarship, readiness for
dialogue has not been considered as a basic component of the
system of value orientations of higher education students during the
war and post-war reconstruction of Ukraine.

The need to study the readiness for dialogue and constructive
interaction of higher education students is due to the objective need of
modern Ukrainian society for specialists capable of finding ways of
understanding, effective interaction, and awareness of the priority of
constructive interaction for the further successful development of
Ukrainian society.

The purpose of the study is to investigate the readiness for
dialogue and constructive interaction as a component of the value
system of modern students:

- to analyze scientific approaches to dialogue as a component of
the value system;

- based on the results of empirical research, to formulate proposals
for improving the formation of readiness for dialogue and constructive
interaction.

Ukrainian society has faced numerous challenges as a result of the
Russian-Ukrainian war. Its cohesion, ability to understand and
reconcile are being tested by conflicts between different parts of
society, including those who went abroad and those who stayed
behind and live under shelling, blackouts, etc.; those who joined the
Armed Forces and those who are in the rear; internally displaced
persons and indigenous residents of the regions; residents of frontline
and rear areas; and supporters of conservative and liberal values.

The revival of a post-war country is impossible without the
readiness of the younger generation, first and foremost, to
understand, engage in constructive dialogue, compromise,
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reconciliation, and find optimal ways out of crisis situations. The skills
of constructive dialogue, mastery of tools and methods of discussion
are a prerequisite for positive social transformations, restoration of
internal Ukrainian consensus, and overcoming the fragmentation and
polarization of Ukrainian society.

In order to study the readiness of higher education students for
dialogue and constructive interaction, an empirical study was
conducted with the participation of the authors at the Kremenchuk
Mykhailo Ostrohradskyi National University. In the course of the
study, 126 respondents were interviewed who are students of higher
education programs in the humanities, in particular 011 “Educational,
Pedagogical Sciences”, 081 “Law” and 061 “Journalism”. The choice
of these specialties is due to the fact that graduates of these
educational programs will be the specialists who will primarily have to
resolve conflicts and build a public dialogue: teachers — to develop an
inclusive educational environment, lawyers — to resolve legal conflicts,
journalists — to abandon hate speech and create a post-war
information space.

The research was conducted as part of the activities of the
Innovation Hub of students, postgraduates and young scientists of
Kremenchuk Mykhailo Ostrohradskyi National University.

The questionnaire developed by the authors of the study consisted
of three items and was designed to find out strategies for behavior in
dialogue, strategies for overcoming a conflict situation, and students'
vision of postwar life in Ukrainian society in terms of understanding
and reconciliation of its various parts. As a result of processing the
primary information collected through the survey, the following results
were obtained.

As for the strategies of behavior in the process of dialogue,
21 people (16.7 %) chose to listen to the opponent, understand
his/her position, find out his/her point of view on the problem,
80 people (63.5 %) chose to persuade if the interlocutor's point of
view on the problem does not coincide with the respondent’s point of
view, and 25 people (19.8 %) chose not to enter into a dialogue with
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those who hold a different point of view. Thus, aggressive and
passive strategies of dialog prevail.

As for the strategies for resolving the conflict, 23 respondents
(18.3 %) chose avoidance of the conflict situation, 17 respondents
(13.5 %) chose finding a compromise, and 25 respondents (19.8 %)
chose finding a consensus solution. The strategy of confrontation, i.e.
deliberate escalation of the conflict, is significantly more prevalent —
61 people (48.4 %).

The analysis of the choice of desirable social behavior in the
postwar period, according to the surveyed higher education students,
showed that 25 people (19.8 %) consider full reconciliation of all
Ukrainian citizens, refusal to make mutual claims if there are no
violations of the law, as an acceptable strategy, while the vast
majority, namely 101 respondents (80.2 %), suggest social
punishment, condemnation and obstruction of those members of
society who have evaded their civic duties even in a legal way.

The results of the survey show that, unfortunately, most of the
surveyed students are committed to conflict rather than reconciliation
and understanding. Such a position is unproductive and significantly
complicates the life and professional prospects of future
professionals.

In order to improve readiness for dialogue and constructive
interaction as a basic value, we propose a set of various activities.
The development of the complex was based on the proposals of the
authors of the manual “Dialogue Practices for Understanding and
Participation. How to Engage and Inspire Change in Communities?”
who note that “education, freedom of speech, tolerance and openness
to new ideas play an important role in developing a culture of dialogue
in the community. In addition, initiatives aimed at promoting a culture
of dialogue, such as intercultural communication trainings, joint
projects to engage the public in decision-making and discussions on
important issues, public discussions and forums, clean-ups, and other
events where people have reasons and places to communicate, are
valuable” [8, p. 45].
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An important component is the organization of educational
seminars/webinars on the theoretical foundations of conflictology. We
believe it would be appropriate to involve professional psychologists
and lawyers in these events.

We also believe that it is necessary to conduct a series of training
sessions aimed at developing skills in conflict prevention, successful
resolution of conflict situations, constructive communication, finding
mutually acceptable solutions, finding common ground with
representatives of different social groups, focusing on the positive
features of the opponent, etc. In the course of training sessions, it is
necessary to emphasize the various functions of dialogue in
communication, i.e. to consider not only the questioning and
responding functions, but also to focus the attention of training
participants on the functions of dialogue related to the joint formation
of knowledge and deepening of understanding of the content.

As part of the training sessions, role-playing games are planned
(“Journalist interviewing,” “Teacher communicating with students'
parents,” “Investigator interviewing witnesses,” etc.) After each
training session, a reflection is planned to help understand the skills
and abilities acquired. In addition to professional psychologists and
coaches, we propose to involve students of specialty 053 “Psychology”
in conducting training sessions. In our opinion, testing their practical
skills as a trainer will not only help them in their professional training,
but will also provide them with the necessary skills in terms of the
training topic, i.e. teach them the rules of dialogue.

We consider the organization of debates and discussions to be
an effective means of developing the skills of constructive dialogue.
A special space for such events (co-working) has been created on
the basis of the Innovation Hub for students, postgraduates and
young scientists of Kremenchuk Mykhailo Ostrohradskyi National
University, which provides for both offline and remote participation.

Fig. 1 shows a photo from the training “Youth Leader: Path to
Success”.

In a playful and engaging way, the youth learned the basics of
leadership: how to stay whole, possess and demonstrate leadership
qualities, inspire and motivate to act, and work in a team. The training
took place in several stages: Leadership basics. Self-leadership.
Team leadership. Advanced leadership skills.

The topics and format of the debates and discussions are chosen
by the students themselves, and the moderators of the discussions
are also students. Teachers in this process act only as observers, not
participants. In the process of holding discussions, it is important to
create an atmosphere of trust and openness, mutual respect for each
other. The rules of the discussion apply to all forms of participation:
direct participation, facilitation, reflection, and action. Direct
participation and facilitation can range from passive to active,
reflection can be focused both on external reality and internal
processes, i.e. mental states and emotions, and actions should
contribute to a constructive discussion.
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Let's look at examples of such measures. In Fig. 2 shows a photo
from a meeting of the Anti-Corruption Mafia club. The club was
founded by first-, second-, and third-year law students.

At the beginning of the meeting, Anfisa Serhienko, a lecturer at the
Department of Fundamental and Branch Juridical Sciences, gave an
informative lecture on ways to prevent corruption in the state and
possibilities of building a virtuous society that does not tolerate
corruption. Anastasia Shut, a lecturer at the department, introduced
club members to the rules of Anti-Corruption Mafia game and told
them about benefits of membership. Students enthusiastically took on
their roles and lively discussed events in the imaginary city they
became residents of in the game. They also invented their own
stories, suggested ways to prevent corruption, identified corrupt
officials among city's residents, held voting, and modeled various
situations. Even the air raid and the lack of electricity did not stop club
members, and meeting was held in a safe place. As a result of the
event, all players received prizes and positive emotions.
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Another important component of the set of measures aimed at
building readiness for dialogue and constructive interaction is the
organization of meetings with representatives of various social
groups, including the military, internally displaced persons, members
of public and religious organizations, politicians, representatives of
local governments, etc.

It is also advisable to organize meetings of higher education
students with employees of state organizations and institutions, in
particular: Department of Social Protection, Department of Education,
Center for Administrative Services, Center for Social and
Psychological Adaptation of Combatants, etc. The organization of
such meetings will help broaden the horizons of students, gain new
experience and communication skills. It is expected that the meetings
will be accompanied by questions to the speakers and discussion. In
Fig. 3 shows a photo from a meeting with volunteer military chaplains.

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The components of the complex of activities are aimed at both
acquiring theoretical knowledge and developing practical skills of
dialogue and constructive interaction. While seminars/webinars are
informational and educational in nature, trainings, role-playing games,
debates and discussions help to practice the acquired knowledge. In
turn, meetings with representatives of different social groups
contribute to the creation of a unified social space, allowing higher
education students to become full participants in the all-Ukrainian
dialogue.

We consider the development of students' readiness for dialogue
and constructive interaction to be extremely important for modern
Ukraine in connection with the prospects for post-war reconstruction
and peaceful life, which require active domestic Ukrainian and
international dialogue.

A pilot empirical study has shown that students of higher education
in the humanities (future teachers, lawyers, and journalists) are mostly
not inclined to listen to their opponents, understand their position, and
find out their point of view. They choose a strategy of confrontation,
i.e. deliberate escalation of the conflict, while the vast majority of them
propose in the postwar period to punish, condemn and obstruct those
members of Ukrainian society who have evaded their civic duties
even in a legal way.

In order to improve readiness for dialogue and constructive
interaction as a basic value, a set of various activities was proposed,
including educational seminars/webinars, training sessions and role-
playing games, discussions and debates, meetings of students with
representatives of various social groups, government institutions and
agencies, etc.

We see prospects for further research in the experimental
verification of the effectiveness of the proposed set of measures
aimed at developing the skills of constructive dialogue.
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ONLINE LEARNING PLATFORMS AND EDUCATIONAL
INSTITUTIONS’ VIRTUAL LEARNING ENVIRONMENTS
AS MEANS OF IMPROVING STUDENTS’ COGNITIVE
ACTIVITY IN THE CONDITIONS OF MARTIAL LAW

The main task of modern education is to teach students to study
effectively, i.e. be able to navigate the flow of educational information
and acquire knowledge independently. One of the conditions that will
help develop these skills is to enhance students’ cognitive activity.

Most often, students come to the first computer science lesson
inspired by fact that they will nhow play games on computer and
discuss them, watch something interesting on the Internet, etc., but
the reality of the curriculum is that at the beginning they are told what
a computer and computer programs are, how an algorithm is built and
information at the level of bits and bytes. After that, students usually
lose interest and don’t want to do such a boring thing in the future.
The main task of modern education is not to lose this interest of
students in studying computer science, but to reinforce it every time,
to give them the opportunity to explore the information space on their
own with the help of ICT.

However, constantly showing presentations or watching demos is
not the answer either, because students get used to it, and they will
not be as interested in the following lessons as they were before.
A modern computer science teacher faces an extremely difficult task:
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how to improve students’ cognitive activity without making every
lesson a “computer show.”

Improving cognitive activity helps students move to a new level of
learning. Often, many students stop at the algorithmic level, when
they can perform tasks according to a given algorithm. But by
improving their cognitive activity, the teacher will enable them to move
to the creative and heuristic levels. This will not only allow them to
learn the material better, but will also help them learn other subjects,
as the ability to be creative and heuristic in learning will improve the
quality of all education. In addition, enhancing students’ cognitive
activity will encourage them to study the material on their own, to
search for something new, previously unknown to them. This activity
will also teach them the ability to work with information, highlight the
most important things, select only verified facts, work with sources,
and be able to quickly navigate the rapid flow of information. Thus,
improving students’ cognitive activity in the process of teaching
computer science not only improves the quality of education in the
subject area, but also allows students of any level of knowledge and
mindset to find something interesting and really important for
themselves.

Currently, in the conditions of martial law, the issue of improving
students’ cognitive activity using information and educational
environments is one of the most important. At the same time, there
are many difficulties with the realization of this task.

Most students are not intrinsically motivated to learn. Usually,
there are students who are motivated to study a subject because they
are really interested in it, but they are few and far between. Modern
pedagogy asks how to create intrinsic motivation for students to study
a particular subject, including computer science. One of the solutions
to this problem is to improve cognitive activity using virtual
educational environments.

However, the concept of cognitive activity includes many important
aspects. In particular, cognitive activity is based on three main factors:

- student’s abilities and dispositions;
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- subject (student’s will and emotions);

- environment, which is an example, a model, and which interests,
motivates, or forces action.

Cognitive activity is a complex formation, so it is very important to
determine its structure in order to more fully reveal its essence. The
structure of cognitive activity can be divided into components:

1) motivational component characterizes the student’s attitude to
the learning process;

2) need for cognitive activity is considered in the context of
learning motivation;

3) goal is the cognitive activity result;

4) student’s personal interests.

In addition, cognitive activity is characterized by the presence of
several levels.

1. Reproduction means that a student seeks to memorize,
understand and reproduce the knowledge gained, as well as to
master the algorithm for applying knowledge with the help of example.

2. Interpretation means that a student seeks to identify the content
of certain processes, to acquire the ability to apply the acquired
knowledge in new conditions. It is characterized by greater
persistence than during reproduction, which allows the student to
overcome difficulties in learning and applying in practice, as well as in
finding a way to solve the task.

3. Creativity means that a student not only has greater willpower,
but also aims to find other ways to solve already solved problems, as
well as to create new ones and find ways to solve them.

Cognitive activity has a special character and is related to any
other activity.

According to O. Venger, “cognitive (study) activity is a unity of
student’s sensory perception, theoretical thinking and practical activity
carried out at each stage of educational process, in all types of
educational activities” [1, p. 16]. Accordingly, enhancing cognitive
activity is the improvement of methods, forms and means of teaching
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that ensure active and independent theoretical and practical cognitive
activity of students.

In psychological and pedagogical science, there is still no
universal, clearly defined concept of “cognitive activity”. However,
analyzing various scientific approaches, we can outline the key
provisions that characterize this multi-aspect phenomenon.

The most important characteristics of cognitive activity are as
follows:

1) indispensable condition of the subject’s cognitive activity. It is a
driving force that manifests itself in the process of active interaction of
an individual with the world around him. Cognitive activity implies a
formed attitude of the subject to the phenomena, objects and
information that surround him or her. This is not passive perception,
but active research, analysis, synthesis and interpretation of the data
obtained;

2) mental state, which manifests itself in the readiness and desire
to solve intellectual problems. This is not just curiosity, but a deep
inner motivation that encourages a person to search for answers to
complex questions, solve puzzles and solve problems;

3) constant desire to acquire new knowledge. This is an active
process that involves not only the accumulation of information, but
also its critical reflection, analysis, systematization and integration into
the system of existing knowledge;

4) student’s active state, which is manifested in an energetic
approach to learning, readiness for mental work and perseverance in
achieving the set educational goals. This is not a passive sitting at
books, but an active search for knowledge, patrticipation in
discussions, independent work on projects, and practical application
of the knowledge gained,;

5) student’s conscious attitude to content and nature of learning
activities. This means that student not only mechanically performs
tasks, but also realizes their significance, establishes a connection
between theory and practice, critically evaluates their own progress
and looks for ways to improve;
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6) personal formation that reflects an individual attitude to the
cognition process. This is the emotional coloring of learning, the
presence of personal meanings and values that the student realizes in
the process of cognition;

7) important character trait, personality quality that manifests itself
not only in learning, but also in other areas of life: in work, creativity,
communication, and leisure

8) state of readiness for cognitive activity, which encourages active
search for new information and its comprehension;

9) personality quality that directs cognitive interests throughout a
person’s life in various activities: in play, study, work;

10) state of readiness for independent learning aimed at
assimilating social experience, knowledge and ways of activity
accumulated by mankind;

11) ability to mobilize intellectual and volitional efforts to achieve a
specific learning goal, manifestation of independence, initiative, and
creativity in the process of activity.

Thus, despite the absence of a single definition, all these
provisions indicate that cognitive activity is a complex, dynamic and
multifaceted characteristic of a personality that is important for its
development and self-realization.

Determining the structure of cognitive activity is no less
challenging. However, based on the structure of cognitive activity, we
can identify its main components.

1. Target component. determines the general direction of the
learning process, the formation of a clear idea of the desired result.
This is a conscious image of what the student seeks to achieve in the
process of learning.

2. Emotional component: directly affects the effectiveness of
learning, as emotions and feelings can both stimulate and inhibit
cognitive processes.

3. Motivational component: is the driving force of cognitive activity,
including needs, motives, and interests. It is motivation that energizes
and directs the student’s efforts to achieve the goal.
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4. Volitional  component:  provides  purposefulness and
perseverance in achieving educational goals, helps to overcome
difficulties and not stop there.

5. Content and information component: involves the active search,
analysis, systematization, storage and use of information necessary
to broaden the horizons and form knowledge.

6. Operational component: contains thought operations, cognitive
processes, practical skills and abilities that the student uses to
process information and solve educational problems.

7. Communicative component: involves effective interaction with
the teacher and other students, information exchange, participation in
discussions and joint projects.

8. Result component: reflects the positive changes that occur as a
result of cognitive activity. This can be broadening of horizons,
formation of new knowledge and skills, development of cognitive
processes, formation of an active life position.

9. Control and evaluation component: allows the student to
independently monitor and evaluate their own cognitive activity,
analyze its effectiveness, identify errors and make adjustments.

All these components are closely interconnected and function as a
whole, ensuring the effectiveness of cognitive activity and learning
success.

Thus, it can be concluded that cognitive activity is a conscious
manifestation of an individual's activity aimed at cognition of the
surrounding reality, carried out throughout life, in all types of activities
and social relationships, contains in its structure motivational and
volitional, procedural, operational and effective components and is
carried out through cognitive acts of understanding and reflection.

At the current stage of reforming the education system, pedagogy
again needs to reconsider teachers’ attitudes toward cognitive
interest. Turning the pedagogy of secondary and higher education to
the individual leads to a closer study of the individual characteristics
of each student’s interest, interest in self-realization, in finding full use
of his or her inclinations, abilities and interests. In this regard, one of

the main goals of studying academic discipline (subject) “Computer
Science” is to develop and improve students’ cognitive activity.
However, improving cognitive activity is not possible without
developing cognitive interest.

Motives determine a student's cognitive interests and their
selectivity, independence of learning, and ensure their activity at all
stages.

Over the past few years, the motives for studying a subject have
changed. Sometimes from students can be heard such phrase: “Why
do | need computer science? I'm not going to be this or that.” Usually
this happens when it is necessary to study the mathematical aspects
of computer science (algorithm theory, mathematical logic,
spreadsheet processor, etc.). The motive for studying computer
science, of course, is primarily an interest in computers. However,
with each passing day, for most students, computers are becoming a
household appliance, and with it, they lose their motivational power.

Increasing a student’s cognitive activity is a complex process that
is impossible to imagine without developing their cognitive interest.
After all, interest is the key that opens the door to knowledge and
stimulates active learning and research.

That is why it is so important to systematically work on arousing,
developing, and strengthening students’ cognitive interest in the
learning process. This applies to both individual disciplines and
learning in general. After all, cognitive interest is not just an
occasional hobby, but a stable psychological trait that significantly
improves the quality of education and contributes to the
comprehensive development of the individual.

Cognitive interest can be defined as a student’s desire for in-depth
knowledge, for acquiring new, complete and deep knowledge in a
particular field.

Students who demonstrate a high level of cognitive interest usually
show significantly higher academic performance. They perceive the
learning process not only as an obligation, but also as an opportunity
to realize their potential and satisfy their curiosity, trying not only to
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absorb information, but also to comprehend and understand its
essence and meaning. Moreover, the more he learns, the more his
interest increases. Being systematically strengthened and developed,
cognitive interest forms a student’s positive attitude towards learning.
They begin to perceive learning not as a duty, but as an opportunity
for self-development and self-improvement.

Cognitive interest can have a significant impact on students’
cognitive activity. Cognitive activity, in turn, is a complex and
multifaceted phenomenon that can be viewed from two main aspects.
Firstly, it acts as a means of learning and an external stimulus that is
actively related to the problem of interesting learning activities.
Secondly, cognitive activity is the most valuable motive for a student’s
learning activity, which contributes to a deeper mastery of the
educational material and broadening of his (her) horizons.

It is important to note that cognitive interest can change the
attitude to learning even among students with poor academic
performance. By implementing interesting and non-standard teaching
methods based on stimulating cognitive activity, a teacher can
achieve positive results in learning activities by changing students’
attitudes toward learning. Students who previously demonstrated low
activity may become more interested in learning, take initiative and
desire for self-education under the influence of cognitive interest.

One of the key functions of cognitive interest is its role as a
motivational factor. Students who are interested in studying certain
subjects are much more likely to succeed in their research and gain
in-depth knowledge. In addition, they develop a positive attitude to
learning in general, which is an important aspect for the student’s
future professional activity.

It is equally important that cognitive interest, under the influence of
various educational factors, can be formed and developed throughout
a person’s life. The realization of cognitive interest is possible through
the introduction of interactive teaching methods, which include active
participation of students in the learning process, development of
critical thinking and creativity. A variety of educational forms, such as
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project activities, group discussions, research, and experiments,
provide students not only with knowledge but also with the
development of independent thinking skills, which is important for
successful self-realization.

Thus, cognitive interest is an important factor affecting the quality
of education. Through the development of cognitive interest, students
can achieve higher learning outcomes, deepen their knowledge and
skills, and develop critical thinking and creativity. Teachers, realizing
this importance, should actively promote the development of cognitive
interest in their students, using the latest methods and technologies in
the educational process to increase its efficiency and effectiveness.

Thus, cognitive interest is not only the basis of learning activity, but
also a multifaceted tool that contributes to the comprehensive
development of the individual. It is difficult to overestimate its
importance, because it forms interest in knowledge, opens new
horizons, and increases motivation to learn, which ultimately ensures
success in professional activities and life in general.

It is important to understand that external influences such as
grades, teacher praise, or parental pressure are not enough to create
sustainable motivation to learn. True motives are based on the
internal needs of the individual.

Cognitive interest has both internal and external manifestations.
Internal manifestations are curiosity, the desire to solve problems, and
intellectual satisfaction from the process of cognition. External
manifestations include active participation in the learning process,
independent work with additional sources of information, and initiative
in completing learning tasks.

Accordingly, the conditions that influence the increase of cognitive
activity can also be divided into internal and external (Fig. 1). The
internal conditions include individual characteristics of the student,
his/her abilities, level of intellectual development, and motivation.
External conditions include the organization of the educational
process, teaching methods and techniques used by the teacher, and
the atmosphere in the classroom.

One of the main tasks of a computer science teacher is to develop
students’ cognitive activity, which is successfully achieved through
specially organized pedagogical conditions, one of which is the
creation and active use of information and education portals during
teaching. Using the teacher’s creative approach, the principle of
“Do as | do” when conducting lessons with the help of such portals
can be easily transformed into a “Do it yourself” attitude. This form of
cognitive activity is called frontal. The frontal form of organizing
learning activities involves the teacher working simultaneously with all
students performing the same task. A similar form of learning
organization can be carried out with the use of computers due to the
simultaneous connection of all students to the resources of the
educational portal. This synchronous work of students at computers
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for 3-5 minutes is used to check their understanding of the basic
technigues. Thanks to the use of computer tools in computer science
lessons, it is now possible to form students’ understanding of the
stages of solving problems: from precise problem formulation to
analysis of the results. Consideration of such tasks can give a new
impetus to the development of collective forms of educational and
cognitive activity. The teacher chooses a sufficiently “large” task
(project) that can be divided into several stages (subtasks). Each
student (or group) is offered a solution to a subtask, approaches to
solving it are considered together, and the results are analyzed. The
individual form of organizing students’ work when using educational
portals implies that each student completes tasks independently at his
or her own pace.

Let's take a closer look at each of the principles of organizing
computer science lessons, as well as their impact on the learning
process and student development.

1. Competitive nature of practical tasks.

Creating conditions for competition in the classroom can be
realized through various forms, such as team competitions,
tournaments, or even interactive quizzes. This not only increases
motivation, but also promotes team spirit and cooperation skills.
Students learn to work in groups, exchange ideas and develop critical
thinking.

2. High level of independence in completing tasks.

Student independence in learning is an important factor in personal
development. When students have the opportunity to choose their
own tasks or projects, they feel more responsible for the results of
their work. It also develops the ability to plan their time and resources,
which is important for further education and professional activities.

3. Maximize the use of multimedia features.

Multimedia elements, such as videos, animations, and interactive
presentations, make learning material more accessible and
understandable. They help visualize complex concepts, which are
especially important in computer science, where there are many
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abstract concepts. The use of multimedia can also attract students
with different learning styles, as they can perceive information through
visual, auditory, or practical methods.

4. Creating psychological comfort during learning process.

Psychological comfort is the basis for successful learning,
especially now, in the conditions of martial law. If students feel
supported and that mistakes are part of the learning process, they
become more open to new knowledge. Teachers can use positive
approaches, such as encouragement, feedback, and creating an
atmosphere of trust, to help build students’ confidence.

5. Full use of knowledge from other subjects (academic
disciplines).

Integration of knowledge from other subjects, such as math,
physics, or art, allows students to see the connections between
different areas of knowledge. This not only increases interest in
learning, but also helps students develop systematic thinking. For
example, when creating web design, students can apply knowledge of
graphics, math (for calculations), and even history (for context).

Implementing these principles into the learning process in
computer science classes not only improves learning efficiency, but
also builds important life skills in students. It helps to develop their
creativity, critical thinking, communication skills, and teamwork. As a
result, students become more ready for challenges of modern world
when they have to study outside Ukraine in the conditions of martial
law, and in this case interactive technologies are important for
improving cognitive activity.

Thus, organizing computer science lessons with an emphasis on
interactivity, independence, and interdisciplinary connections can
significantly change the approach to learning, making it more
engaging and productive. This opens up new horizons for students’
development and forms useful skills necessary for successful
knowledge acquisition in the modern information environment.

Modern education in Ukraine, which is usually provided online in
the conditions of martial law, requires teachers not only to transfer
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knowledge but also to improve students' cognitive activity to enhance
online learning effectiveness. Informatics lessons, as one of the key
disciplines in the formation of information competence, require a
special approach to the organization of the educational process. Let’s
consider methods and strategies that can contribute to the activation
of students’ cognitive activity in computer science online lessons.
Improving cognitive activity is an important element of learning, as it
stimulates students’ interest in the subject, promotes a deeper
understanding of the material and the development of critical thinking.
This is especially true in computer science classes, as technologies
are constantly changing, and students need not only to learn new
knowledge but also to be able to apply it in practice.

Consider the methods that can improve cognitive activity in online
learning.

1. Interactive technologies. The use of interactive technologies,
such as interactive whiteboards, online platforms, and presentation
software, can significantly increase student engagement. These
technologies allow you to create a dynamic learning environment
where students can actively engage in discussions and assignments.

2. Project based approach. Project-based learning is an effective
way to improve cognitive activity. Students can work on real projects
that require the application of computer science knowledge. It can be
creating a website, developing a program, or analyzing data. Project
work not only develops technical skills, but also promotes teamwork
and communication skills.

3. Group work. Group activities allow students to exchange ideas
and experiences. It also promotes critical thinking, as students are
required to justify their opinions and listen to others. Using
brainstorming or discussion techniques can make lessons more
interactive and engaging.

4. Game-based methods (edutainment). Game-based learning
practices, such as role-playing games or simulations, can significantly
increase student motivation. Games allow students to learn in a
competitive or collaborative way, which makes the learning process
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more engaging. For example, you can organize a programming-based
game where students compete in creating algorithms.

5. Use case studies. Case methods involve analyzing real-life
situations and finding solutions based on the knowledge gained. This
can be useful for developing students’ analytical skills and decision-
making abilities. The teacher can ask students to consider specific
examples of the use of technology in business or everyday life.

Activating cognitive activity is also related to the psychological
aspects of learning. It is important to take into account the individual
characteristics of students, their motivation and interests. Creating a
positive atmosphere in the classroom, encouraging participation, and
recognizing students’ achievements can have a significant impact on
their engagement. Motivation is a key factor in learning. Teachers can
use a variety of ways to increase motivation, from encouraging
participation in competitions to demonstrating practical applications of
knowledge. It is important to show students how computer science
knowledge can be useful in their everyday lives. Providing a variety of
teaching methods will help keep students interested in the subject.
Using current topics related to modern technologies can interest
students and encourage them to study the material more deeply.

Thus, improving cognitive activity is an important aspect of modern
online education. The use of interactive educational technologies,
project activities, group work, game methods, and case studies allows
you to create a dynamic learning environment where students can
actively engage in the learning process. Psychological aspects also
play an important role in forming students’ motivation and interest.

In the global educational space, virtual learning environments
(VLE) are of great importance for improving learning process. One of
the most well-known types of VLE is online learning platforms and
education web portals that provide online access to a variety of
educational materials, courses, and resources that is especially
significant in the conditions of martial law.

These VLE not only simplify access to knowledge, but also
promote the development of independence in learning. The research
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of implementing a VLE into the educational process is presented in
studies of national (O. Wenger [1], Y. Trius, S.Besedkov and
V. Pustovit [2], M. Kovtoniuk, O.Kosovets, O. Soia and L. Tyutyun [3])
and foreign scientists (S. Lajoie, L. Naismith [4], Awanish Yadav et al. [5]).

As a group of national researchers defines this term (M. Kovtoniuk
et al.), “virtual learning environment can be interpreted as an
immersive online learning environment that has a methodologically
integrated learning system, provides an open interactive dynamic
learning process in cyberspace using modern digital technologies that
take into account the individual educational characteristics of
students” [3, p. 183].

Today, in the conditions of martial law, one of the most common
forms of organizing virtual learning environments is online learning
platforms.

Online learning platforms are web resources that combine a variety
of educational materials and tools for students, teachers, and anyone
else who wants to gain new knowledge. They may include video
lectures, interactive courses, e-guides, discussion forums, and many
other useful features.

Online learning platforms can also be categorized according to the
usage environment: web-based and mobile. A web-based platform
implies that all its functions and resources are hosted on the web and
delivered via a web browser. An example of such platform is
a Personal Learning Environment (PLE), in which student can
compose and control the creation of widgets or software components,
often called “apps.” A mobile learning platform, on the other hand, is
simpler in design and features than a web-based platform because a
device such as a mobile phone or tablet does not necessarily support
the full range of user services. In addition, some resources need to be
stored on the mobile device due to possible disconnection.

One of the main functions of a learning platform is to provide
content and resources, but changing types of learning content are
leading to a transformation of learning platforms themselves. While
subject matter interoperability is still important, “content” is definitely
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taking on a key role in supporting learning activities and consists of
resources obtained from a variety of sources through numerous
online learning platforms as well as the Internet. However, in order to
make optimal use of new learning applications and platforms to
enhance the learning process, access and outcomes need to be
coordinated, for example, through a Personal Learning Environment
or PLE. This implies that online learning platform can be combined
with diverse and independent web-based platforms such as Web 2.0
tools (Facebook, Twitter, Flicker, Youtube, etc.), testing tools,
simulation tools and specialized teaching tools in the subject areas.
However, this does not mean that all connections should be provided
by a single online learning platform. Therefore, online learning
platforms require an open architecture that can include and/or be
easily compatible with web-based resources.

Learning content and resources are diverse, and learning
platforms are changing their architectures to better interact with
numerous web services and software components. Despite the
differences in licensing for both commercial and free software-based
platforms, both use the same learning tools, e-learning guides, and
other web-based resources for continuous learning. So, as an
example, online learning platforms use open application programming
interfaces (APIs) to connect with other services or components.

An online learning platform can simplify the process of creating,
storing, and sharing information between teachers, students,
administrators, and parents. As an example, some teachers may want
to share their pedagogical concepts with colleagues and parents
using a digital learning platform. They will be able to analyze the
reaction of the audience, as communication devices will provide them
with feedback. This type of integration of ICT and online learning
platforms is likely to facilitate the widespread promotion of other types
of information for exchange, such as social contacts and learning
activities among members of the teaching community. Online learning
platforms typically include functions for both delivering learning
content for students to work independently and supporting their
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activities under the guidance of a teacher. Usually, students study
independently on the basis of the learning platform, use a self-testing
program, or seek help from a cyber-teacher in case of questions. This
method promotes a deeper integration of the learning process into the
home environment by using various devices: smartphones, tablets,
and Internet TV. Moreover, relatives can help students in the learning
process by completing assignments with them, tracking their
progress, monitoring their attendance, and becoming more involved in
their daily educational activities.

Coursera is one of the largest learning platforms in the world,
offering courses from leading universities and organizations. The
platform provides an opportunity to obtain certificates after completing
courses, which can be useful for career development.

edX is another well-known platform founded in partnership with
universities such as Harvard and MIT. edX offers free courses as well
as degree programs.

Khan Academy specializes in free education for secondary and
high school students. The platform offers interactive lessons in math,
science, history, and other subjects.

Prometheus is a Ukrainian online learning platform that offers free
e-learning courses in various academic disciplines. This is a great
opportunity for Ukrainian students to get a quality education in their
native language.

Advantages of online learning platforms.

1. Accessibility: online learning platforms provide access to
learning materials from anywhere in the world via the Internet. This is
especially important for people who live in remote areas or have
limited access to traditional educational institutions.

2. Flexibility: users can study at their own convenience and at their
own pace. This allows them to combine their studies with work or
other commitments.

3. Variety of content: online learning platforms offer a wide range
of courses on various topics, from languages to computer science.
This allows everyone to find something that interests them.
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4. Interactivity: most online learning platforms allow for interaction
between students and teachers, which enhance the learning process
and allows for feedback.

5. Cost savings: courses on learning platforms are often free or
much lower in cost compared to traditional courses in educational
institutions.

Challenges and limitations of learning platforms are that although
they have many advantages, there are also certain disadvantages
and difficulties in using them:

a) self-discipline: online learning requires a high level of self-
discipline and motivation. Not all students can handle it;

b) lack of personal contact: interaction with teachers and other
students can be limited, which sometimes makes it difficult to learn a
subject;

¢) quality of content: not all online courses are of equal quality, so
it is important to choose courses and platforms carefully.

Thus, online learning platforms are an important element of
modern education, providing access to knowledge and resources to
millions of people around the world. Despite some challenges, their
advantages far outweigh their disadvantages. Due to continuous
development and advancement of technologies and innovations,
further spread of online education in Ukraine in the conditions of
martial law can be expected, as such education allows not only
students in the frontline zone, but even those who are in the occupied
territories. Using online learning platforms, everyone can find their
own path to knowledge and personal development and can create an
individual educational trajectory.

Effective use of online learning platforms helps to expand
opportunities for individual and personalized learning. It is assumed
that educational institution will significantly increase students’ learning
independence level. After all, there is no “one true” curriculum, and
students need to work at their own pace and style in the process of
developing teamwork and interaction skills. An innovative online
learning platform can consist of distributed learning services and tools
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and provide users with the ability to model their own path through the
learning resources within such a learning platform.

In today’s information age where digital technologies play an
integral role in the educational process, education web portals are
also becoming increasingly important. They not only provide access
to a variety of educational materials, but also help to increase
students’ cognitive activity. Let’s take a look at the role of educational
portals in the formation of active, independent and motivated
students, as well as their impact on the learning process.

Education web portals are specialized websites that combine
learning resources, communication tools, and possibilities for self-
study. They may include video tutorials, interactive exercises,
discussion forums, and other elements that help engage students in
the learning process (Fig. 2).

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Generally, an educational portal, which is one of a kind of a virtual
learning environment, consists of several main modules that provide:

- registration of user of educational materials and content;

- connection of already registered users to online courses available
on educational portal (online learning system)

- individual work of users with educational content (electronic
textbooks, workbooks on subjects, tests);

- effective feedback from teachers to students, other teachers, or
students' parents through chatbots, forums, blogs, and other online
communication tools built into the educational portal.

The hardware of the educational portal includes a separate
IOS server that contains at once:

- databases where educational content is stored and updated,;

- main modules for working with users;

- database interface for transferring digital learning content from
the VLE modules to users (shown by arrows in Fig. 2).

Registered users connect to the education web portal and work
with it usually through the Internet provider's web server, which has its
own databases and interface.

One of the main advantages of education web portals is the ability
to access information from anywhere in the world at any time. This
eliminates the limitations caused by geographical or time barriers and
provides educational institutions and students with the opportunity to
integrate into the global educational community. As a result, students
can explore their interests, learn new disciplines, and gain knowledge
and skills that are not always available in the traditional educational
system. Education web portals key function is the ability to present
information in an interactive format. Thanks to multimedia elements
such as video, animation, graphics, and interactive tasks, students
can learn in a dynamic and encouraging environment. This stimulates
their cognitive activity, because they are not just observing the
material, but actively interacting with it. Studies show that interactive
learning stimulates better understanding of the material, which in turn
contributes to greater motivation to learn.
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Forums, blogs, and other discussion tools that are often parts of
education web portals (see Fig. 2 above) also contribute to increasing
students’ cognitive engagement. They encourage the exchange of
opinions, discussions, and cooperation, which is an important element
in development of critical thinking and communication skills.
Discussing topics together allows students to see different points of
view, form their own opinions and develop analytical skills.

Improving cognitive activity through education web portals is also
associated with the possibility of personalizing learning. All the
students have own needs and pace of learning, and educational
technologies allow them to adapt learning process to these individual
characteristics. Students can choose the materials they are interested
in, study them at their own convenience, and receive feedback on
their progress. This not only increases motivation, but also helps to
develop independence and initiative in learning.

However, despite the numerous advantages of integrating
education web portals into the learning process, there are also certain
challenges and risks. In particular, students may face information
overload or lose motivation due to a lack of structure in the learning
process. Therefore, it is important that education web portals are not
only technologically advanced, but also inextricably linked to the
methodological support of the pedagogical process. Teachers should
be able to integrate these resources into their own practice, using
them as a supplement to traditional teaching methods.

Important aspects of the successful implementation of education
web portals are also the support of educational governance structures
and parents. It is necessary to provide appropriate training for
teachers to use these platforms effectively and to involve parents in
the process so that they can support students in independent
educational activities.

Conclusions. Online learning platforms and education web portals
can be powerful tools for improving students’ cognitive activity, but
their use should be thoughtful and structured. Thanks to interactive
resources, discussion opportunities, personalized learning, and
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access to global knowledge, they can transform the traditional
approach to education and make learning process more attractive and
effective. With proper support and proper use, online learning
platforms and education web portals can significantly contribute to the
development of a new generation of active, critical thinking students
ready to meet the challenges of war and post-war time.

Thus, online learning platforms and educational web portals as
forms of virtual learning environments are effective means for online
training, self-directed learning and self-development, especially in the
conditions of martial law in Ukraine. They offer a wide range of
advantages, including accessibility, flexibility, and individualization.

When developing and implementing them, it is important to
consider both advantages and disadvantages of using online learning
platforms and education web portals. Prospects for their development
are linked with integration of new digital technologies and expansion
of their functionality.
